Béatrice Carabin has worked in design promotion for the past 14 years. Educated in France, first in design at École Boulle and later in applied arts at the Sorbonne, she quickly became interested in ways of ascribing value to the design and architecture professions within public organizations. After spending three years at Gaz de France in Paris, where among other things she promoted the “Jeunes Flammes” competition for design students, she came to work for the Ville de Montréal, helping develop the Commerce Design Montréal competition from 1999 to 2004.
